SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION
Staff is recommending the approval of a resolution in support of and authorizing the mayor to apply for an environmental grant from Madison County for the purchase and installation of an Aerated Static Pile system.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
An Aerated Static Pile system is a structure that automates composting thereby reducing the amount a staff times dedicated to the composting process. This upgrade to the existing composting system will significantly enhance the farm's efficiency, capacity, and effectiveness in converting our agricultural, woody, and food waste collections into nutrient-rich compost. The Aerated Static Pile (ASP) system can increase waste conversion speed by up to 50%, improve compost quality, and reduce methane emissions, pathogens, weed seeds, labor, and equipment needs. This upgrade will also enable us to handle more food waste from the Gateway Convention Center, complying with the Large Event Recycling and Composting Law (SB2876). 
BACKGROUND
The staff at Willoughby Farm are currently composting in small batches utilizing staff time to manual aerate the compost. This upgrade, the farm will be able to manage over 56 tons of additional food waste annually.
