SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION
Approve a resolution authorizing the City to enter into a Local Agency Funding Agreement with the lllinois
Department of Transportation (IDOT) for the Summit Avenue Reconstruction Project.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This resolution authorizes the City to enter into a funding agreement with IDOT for federal participation
in the construction of Summit Avenue Reconstruction Project, including future maintenance of the
improvements.

BACKGROUND
The City was awarded multiple sources of funding and the remaining balance is being paid utilizing Motor
Fuel Tax (MFT) Funds:

e Federal Surface Transportation Program (STP) Funds: $794,240 (29% of total project cost)

e lllinois Local Project Funding (LPF) Funds: $1,300,000 (47% of total project cost)

e Metro East Park and Recreation District Park and Trail Grant Funds: $164,973 (6% of total project cost)
e Madison County Matching Funds: $221,427 (8% of total project cost)

e City Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) Funds: $424,064.02 (15% of total project cost)

The total costs for the project are broken down as follows:
e Preliminary Engineering: $264,908
e ROW Acquisition: $47,950
e Construction Engineering: $220,000
e Construction: $1,998,364
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This Local Public Agency Funding Agreement is for construction engineering and construction of the
improvements, which is estimated to be $2,218,364. This will be paid for utilizing $2,094,000 of the grant
funding and $124,364 of City funds. This agreement does not include the MEPRD and Madison County
funds that will be reimbursed to the City

This project consists of reconstructing Summit Avenue, constructing an enclosed storm sewer system, and
constructing a sidewalk and shared use path, along with all other necessary work to complete the project
along Summit Avenue from Notting Hill Court to Dooner Drive.

Execution of a funding agreement is required for the City to utilize the awarded federal funds.

This project was awarded in September 2025, with construction beginning in May.
